This is the third annual international symposium on "establishment of sustainable
campuses" to be held at Kyoto University. The first symposium, in March 2014, focused
on the theme of "Combining "hard" and "soft" networks to establish sustainable,
environmentally-conscious campuses (The integration of "hard" and "soft")", and featured
two days of presentations by domestic and international experts on their unique efforts
in pursuit of campus sustainability. In addition to progressive measures for increasing the
energy efficiency of facilities and reducing carbon dioxide emissions, they provided
ideas for a variety of dynamic activities aimed at involving students and other campus
personnel and community members in campus sustainability efforts, in collaboration
with domestic and international universities and organizations. The symposium-provided
an opportunity for discussions on integration of the aspects of "hard" efforts and "soft"
human resources.

In February 2015, under the theme of "Participatory approaches to establish
sustainable environmentally-conscious campuses,” the second symposium focused on
how to improve participation in campus sustainability activities through such measures
as promoting active student engagement, increasing awareness on the part of faculty
and staff members, and enhancing collaboration with the local community.

With key lecturers and panel discussions led by specialists from major East Asian
universities, the 2015 symposium was successful in deepening discussion on the need to
establish sustainable campuses, the ways in which people can participate in
sustainability efforts, and approaches to promoting involvement. We believe that, in
order to establish our idea of a sustainable campus in which all members are invited to
come together and devise solutions to global environmental issues with "sustainability”
in mind, the first step is to foster the necessary attitudes, systems, conditions, and
processes; hence, discussions were held on "participatory approaches" toward that end.

In this year's symposium, the first guest speaker will share information on the
initiatives being implemented in Portland, Oregon, one of the world's most
environment-friendly cities, which has attracted attention not only in the United States
but also internationally for its community development. The audience will learn
how universities in Portland have successfully established sustainable,
environmentally-conscious campuses whilst contributing to their host communities in
ways that capitalize on local identity, through cooperation with circles of
educators/researchers and local communities. Then, the symposium will explore how,
specifically, Kyoto University can create such a campus as it taps into the natural
advantages of its location in the historic city of Kyoto, while also maintaining harmony
with the local community and society in general. Symposium participants will be invited
to engage in discussions about establishing a direction toward making this happen from
various perspectives, including cooperation with and regional contributions from various
educational, research, and local society groups.

It is also hoped that the discussions due to take place in this symposium will help
a number of other cities to establish sustainable campuses that are unique to their
own communities.
